MEN’S 4-on-4 BASKETBALL LEAGUE RULES

It is the responsibility of the team manager to make sure their team understands the rules!
Please read carefully.

1.  “Call your own foul” is the responsibility of the offensive player.  If a foul is called
the ball must be “checked” at the top of the key.  NO Free Throws.

2. All teams must have 3 players to start.  Teams may pick up players from other teams.
Teams will have 5 minutes from game time to field a team.

3. For tournament play an eligible player must be on your roster exclusively and played in at
least 2 regular season games… this is enforced via the “honor system”

4. The game consists of two 20 minute halves.  There is a four-minute half time.  The clock
will stop for time outs only.  During the last 30 seconds of the 2nd half the clock will start
and stop according to high school rules (if the game is within 10 points).  If the score is
tied at the end of regulation, a 2 minute over time will be played “shoot for the ball.”

5. Each team receives 1 time out per half.  Use them or lose them (they do not carry over).
6. Slam dunking is not allowed at any time.  Any player who dunks is expelled from the

game and will serve a one game suspension.  A second violation by the same player will
result in expulsion from the league.

7. If a team does not have the same colored shirts they will have to play as skins.
8. Players should bring their own basketballs for game/pre-game.
9. Please do not bring children to watch the game unsupervised.  The facilities are closed

during league play and only the gym is open to the league.
10. Clean up trash and debris in your area after the game.
11. The scorekeeper has the right to remove a player(s) from the game/league.  If the

player(s) do not leave the gym area within in reasonable amount of time.  The entire team
will be kicked out of the league (teams must control their players).  Players removed from
games via the scorekeeper will have to meet with the leagues director before playing
again.  Examples of behavior that will result in being forced to leave:   Cursing, excessive
fouling, hard fouls, yelling at the scorekeeper & other child-like/immature behavior

12. Any team that no shows or cancels a game is not guaranteed a spot in the tournament!!
Act as Adults….. SHOW UP or find subs!!!

FOR CLARIFICATION PURPOSES 

- Ball must be thrown from out of bounds on a make…not simply thrown off the wall.
- You must throw the ball in after “checking the ball”.
- No free throws on a foul.  Note Rule #1 regarding fouls.
